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The Christian Zionist movement is generally considered to favour Israel by non-Jewish Christians;
on the other hand, the Messianic Jewish movement is a Jewish movement promoted by the Jews
who accepted Jesus as Christ, aiming at rediscovering the Jewish roots in the Christianity.

The Messianic movement has received little attention in previous studies on Christian Zionism
and was usually treated as a subordinate concept of Christian Zionism. In addition, only a few
studies discussed Messianic Judaism's impact on Christian Zionism, even though Christian
Zionism's influence on Messianic Judaism was more frequently discussed.

This presentation will trace the history of Christian Zionism and Messianic Judaism relation. Also,
it will be pointed out that the increasing impact of the religious minority, Messianic Jews, on

Christian Zionists will be the key to solving the problematic nature of Christian Zionism.
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
